1I. Registration
Finalists are required to arrive at the designated competition venue 30 minutes in advance of the time
specified in the schedule with the identification documents (e.g., student ID, identity card, or passport)

to complete registration.

Those who are late will be considered to have forfeited their right to compete, and no objections will
be entertained. After registration, please follow the instructions of staff to be escorted backstage to

await performance. Free seating for finalists and parents, free seating.

Please verify your name in the "Finals Schedule." If corrections are needed, please

email info@happysoundmusic.net by October 22, 2025. Reprinting of certificates or trophies due to

errors after this date will incur a handling fee of HKD 200.

III. Performance Duration
Finalist will perform in the order listed in the "Finals Schedule." No bowing is required; begin

performing directly. The maximum performance durations are:

e Pre-Junior Class: 2 minutes
e Junior Class: 2 minutes
e Adolescent Class: 3 minutes

e Youth Class: 5 minutes

Judges reserve the right to interrupt performances at any time, which will not affect scoring.
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IV. Instrument Information

A Steinway & Sons B211 piano will be provided at the Y Theatre for instrumental accompaniment.
One handheld wireless microphone will be provided for Singing Category. A Drum Kit set will be
provided for Percussion Category. Two Zheng (one each in D and G) will be provided for Chinese
Instrument Category. All other instruments required for performance or accompaniment, as well as
personal items (e.g., drumsticks, cello endpin stops, guitar footstools), must be provided by the finalist

himself.
V. Playback of Accompaniment Tracks

2025. The Competition will not be responsible for handling any playback failures resulting from the

non-submission of the track by the finalist.

VI. Award Distribution
Judges will score finalists based on their live performance, with average scores determining the

following awards:

e Gold Award (85 points or above)
e Silver Award (75-84 points)
e Bronze Award (65-74 points)

VII. Award Collection
Upon the conclusion of each group's competition, Dr. Chu Ching Hong BBS JP, Chairman of the
Hong Kong Musician Association, and Professor John Howard, Professor of the London Music
College, will be invited to present awards and take photos with the finalists on stage. Finalists can
collect their finalist certificates and crystal trophies at the "Award Collection Counter" in the main

lobby later on the same day.

VIII. Important Notes
During the music competition, the organizer will record video and take photographs for archival
purposes. All copyrights belong to the organizer. Trophies uncollected on the day will not be stored or

mailed by the organizers.

Finalists in the Singing Category (including Classical Singing, Musical Theatre, and Pop Singing) will receive direct
entry into the finals of the "The Voice" Singing Competition.

serve as an adjudicator.
